While there’s another month left in the year 2007, the Church begins
a new liturgical year on December 3 with the season of Advent.
Ever since the fourth century Christians have celebrated the Feast of
the Nativity and scholars point to the latter part of the sixth century
for evidence of prayers and scriptural texts being written and
selected to correspond to the Sundays of what we now call Advent.
The word Advent comes from the Latin word Adventus which means
“coming.” And indeed it is the coming of Christ on which we focus
during the four weeks of Advent. We recall the first coming of
Christ in the Incarnation. And we look forward to his Second
Coming for which we wait.

Throughout the years, Advent has been celebrated as a season of
waiting. And the author and priest, Henri Nouwen, points out that
“waiting is essential to the spiritual life.” That’s good, because as
Christians we do a lot of waiting. We wait during Advent for the
birth of Jesus. We wait after Easter for the coming of the Spirit, and
after the Ascension of Jesus, we wait for his coming again in glory.

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Yes, we are always waiting, but waiting as disciples of Jesus is not
an empty waiting. It is waiting with a promise that makes Christ
immediately present in our hearts.

Waiting for God is an active, alert and joyful waiting. Jesus
admonished his first disciples to “Keep awake, for you do not know
on what day your Lord is coming!” We too then should heed those
words and enter into this time of spiritual waiting with expectancy
and joy, consciously opening ourselves to the wonder of the season
of Coming.

| pray that as we journey together over these weeks of Advent, our
remembering him for whom we are waiting will create a community
ready to welcome him when he comes.

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From the Building Committee

By the time this newsletter is published, the new addition should be
completed and ready for occupancy. Some of the final landscaping,
irrigation, site grading and other exterior work may have to wait
until spring to be completed but we will be able to use the building
itself. The inspection process needed for the Church to move in is
fairly simple and quick but the process of revising the State
operating permit for the schools will take a bit longer.

Linda Little plans to move the school classes and offices during the
Christmas holidays. As soon as this is completed we will start the
removal of the portable classrooms and the office trailer. This may
take several weeks because the wooden ramps and decks will have
to be torn down and hauled away before the portables can be moved.
The Committee expects the work to be completed sometime in early
February.

Since we will lose two Church offices and one meeting room that
are presently in the portable office, there will have to be provisions
made to convert a room in the main building to accommodate these
losses. In addition to this, the electrical and plumbing connections
that presently serve the portables will have to be excavated and
removed. This means that some minor disruptions at the site will
continue for several months longer.

The East door of the main building, that leads to the addition, will
remain permanently unlocked after we pass the State Fire Marshal’s
inspection scheduled for November 20, so take a tour and have a
look. If you have any complaints, see Jere Lawson. A dedication
service is scheduled for January.

Two or three years ago Inez Armour, a member at Grace
Presbyterian moved to Texas to live with her daughter. Before she
left she gave three quilt tops that her mother had paper-pieced in the
1960’s to Judy Price and asked Judy to give them to me. Inez’s
request was that | do something with these quilt tops and donate the
money to our church. | felt honored that Inez would trust me with
something that I think is very precious. | have completed one of the
quilts and it is time to do something with it.

“Quilt People” will understand my feelings about quilts. They
represent something special that goes back to pioneer women in our
country who made these out of absolute necessity and often out of
true scraps of fabric. My grandmother used old clothing and feed
sacks to create what | think were masterpieces. Our women
ancestors were strong and creative or they didn’t survive conditions
that were often adverse. They many times made what was work
seem more like play. For example, women would get together at
Quilting Bees to create quilts as a group. It was a lot more fun to
make a quilt if you could visit with your friends and neighbors while
doing something productive. Today, we make quilts out of a love
for the craft and to honor the memories of our women ancestors by
keeping alive the skills that were needed to do what they did. (I
have been told that sometimes farmers quilted in the winter time and
that cowboys have been known to quilt at night while camping out
with their herds of cattle!)

As I thought about the best way to go about carrying out Inez’s
request it occurred to me that we have some very talented people in
our church who enjoy creating quilts and other things. | talked to
Jan Evans to see if she thought perhaps the Presbyterian Women
would like to sponsor a church wide auction so that we could
auction off Inez’s quilts as well as other creations. As a result of our
conversation, we now have a committee of six women in our
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congregation that will plan and carry out a Spring Auction at our
church. All items will be hand made and donated to the church
specifically for the auction. All profit will be donated to the church.
